Hungary!

8:30 AM

Zach and a group of Americans go
10 a local high school in Budapest and do a
day's worth of English class lectures. Every
year in the fall we host an event called
BHHP (Bringing in the Hungarian Harvest
Project). This is an cpportunity for
supporters and friends from the States to
join us in Hungary and to take part with us
in ministry.

People come from all across the
United States, This year we had more than
30 people join us for BHHP.

Zach lcads the group by bricfly introducing everyone and then the class
breaks into small groups for conversation. Many times these conversations lead to
students meeting us after school at 2 local coffee shop to continue the discussion,

Every student we meet during this two week blitz is invited to our special
evening outreach on Friday night.

Zach and his director, Dan,
mect with one of the head pastors of the
Hungarian Reformed Church for
Budapest. The mecting is a planning
session for the upcoming Budapest
campaign for the Kontrasztkiallitas
(Contrast Exhibit) which will begin in Budapest in January. The ambitious plan is for
every single student in Budapest to go through the thought-proveking exhibit
designed to wake them up to the realities facing Hungarian teenagers (high suicide
rates, unchecked abortions, prevalent pornography, etc). The exhibit ends with a
clear explanation of the Gospel. Zach's role is to prepare the students by doing
high school assemblies for every student before they attend the exhibit. There are
200,000 high students in the city of Budapest. The fields are white for harvest!

Zach heads over to the teachers’ conference (which is
happening simultaneously with the student classroom lectures). Since
the carly 90's we have hosted teachers” conferences to educate the
teachers on how to use this morals based school curriculum that we
ourselves use in our chassroom lectures. This past weekend we had
250 Hungarian teachers from all across the country join us at the
conference.

Zach gives a sample classroom talk in Hungarian in front of
the teachers so that the teachers see the material in action A 9th
grade class of students has been brought in for the occasion so that
the teachers can see the students reacting to Zach. When Zach
finishes the talk he is mobbed by the students asking for his Facebook
profile information. Ve invite them to join us at the evening outreach,

By the time the conference is done countless teachers have approached Zach to request that he come to their
schools to present the sample lecture to their stdents, Over the course of the following 7 days Zach will present the talk
before more than 1000 students in and around Budapest due to these requests! Consequently we are seeing volunteers
(teachers and church workers) starting up their own Friday night clubs all arcund the country, We sce palpable evangelistic

movement in action!

2:30PM

After school tons of students converge on McDomalds to
join us for further discussion. It is extremely easy to get into the
Gospel in these after scheol sessions. This past week one of the
students said “This is the first time | have ever heard that it's
possible to have a personal relationship with Jesus.” Students in
Hungary have very little personal perspective on Christianity but
they are very willing to talfi, In fact it is tremendously casy to walk
up to any student on the street and to engage them in an
evangelistic
conversation.

6PM

Students start to gather for the evening evangelistic outreach,
Here they are mingling together in the lobby of the cvent location, This
year we had 200 students come from all acress Budapest to awend the
event: an evening of Improv Theatre!

6:30PM

Zach leads the team of improv actors in 2 presentation similar
to the television program Who's Line Is It Aryway. The team is comprised of
staff and students, It's a great model of what we are always trying to do in
ministry in Hungary..we want staff and Christian students working side by
side to reach the students of Hungary. Many of our student leaders became involved in the ministry as high school students
and then continued through their university careers. Just this past summer we had three former university students accepted
onto suaff with Campus Crusade Hungary! And there are more coming through the pipeline after them..We are
tremendously blessed to be involved in this ministry!

9PM

Zach prepares to travel 1o two
other cities tomorrow where he will
present abstinence lectures (and invite
students to our summer SpeakOut
English camps:) The camps begin hate June
of 2012.We need help! Do you want to
come to Hungary?)
