1. One author wrote that “the significance of this conviction about who will, and who will not,
inherit the kingdom of God effectively revolves around our beliefs about the judgment of
God.™

¢ Many people, even those inside the church, would say that the wrath of God

is too harsh and cannot be reconciled with the love of God. How do you
respond to this?

2. Give a basic definition of each of the following categories in which Paul identifies
as those who will not inherit the Kingdom of God.
e Unrighteous (How is this an all-inclusive category?)
e Fornicators (How is this different than adultery?)
o |dolaters (Are Americans an idolatrous nation? Explain)
e Adulterers (How did Jesus raise the standard of what this includes?)

o Effeminate and Homosexuals (Is there a difference between the two? If not, what
do each mean? If so, why are they distinguished from one another?)

o Thieves (What are some types of “culturally-accepted” thieving?)
e Covetous (How is this similar to greed?)

e Drunkards (In what way is this easy to define? Hard to define?)

e Revilers (What are ways this creeps into the church?)

e Swindlers (How is this different than thieves?)
